S0UTH HURON — For the second time, tenders
for the completion of the pavilion at the Crediton
Community Centre have come in over budget.

South Huron services manager Dave Atthill
informed courxil at its April 2 meeting that the low
tender the municipality received for completion of
the pavilion was $98,800, considerably over the bud-
geted amount of $80,000.

South Huron received four bids for the work, rang-
ing from $98,800 to $123,169.

As a result of the discrepancy between the budget-
ed amount and the quotes received, council deferred
a dedision on the matter while Atthill speaks to the
contractor about how to bring costs down. He told
the Times-Advocate last week the snack bar cabinets
